This month Páramo Directional Clothing Systems was awarded the coveted ‘Best Buy’ 

award from Ethical Consumer magazine within their ‘Fleece’ and ‘Waterproof’ categories – 

and was the only company receiving this recognition.  The magazine which featured a 16-

page ‘Outdoor Gear Special’ in their July/ August 2010 issue is an indispensable read for 

the ethical and green shopper, or any independent thinker.  It tells the truth behind the 

products that outdoor enthusiasts buy and the companies that they buy from, with detailed 

buyer’s guides, news, in-depth features, opinion and comment. 

 

Ethical Consumer’s ‘Best Buy’ label is a unique accreditation schemes in two key ways.  Firstly, it 

is an invitation-only scheme and secondly, Ethical Consumer's unique scoring system rates the 

environmental, ethical and social record of the companies behind the products. Plus, the scoring 

system looks at the sustainability features of the product itself, giving consumers the broadest 

ethical picture.  Using the Ethical Consumer's extensive database, researchers rate both the 

product and the company behind the product against more than 20 animal welfare, environmental 

and human rights criteria. Based on these findings they identify and recommend a number of 

environmental and ethical ‘Best Buy’ products.

From the outset we made the decision to produce ethically with the Miquelina Foundation in 

Colombia and to provide the outdoor enthusiast with performance gear that lasts for years and 

years.
